Forum for Graduate School Educational Reform 2025

As a key part of the forum, we will organize a student group presentation session for graduate

students. Participants will form teams with peers from different universities and academic fields,

identify social issues themselves, and work together to propose solutions. This practical

experience—collaborating across disciplines to tackle real-world challenges—will be an excellent

opportunity to reflect on your research and career, and may open up new perspectives and

possibilities for your future.

Overview Graduate students, including those enrolled in the WISE (Doctoral Program for
World-leading Innovative & Smart Education) and the Doctoral Program for Leading
Graduate Schools, will form groups composed of members from diverse academic
backgrounds. Within these groups, students will identify social issues on their own,
determine a theme, and engage in interdisciplinary collaboration through multiple
discussions aimed at finding solutions. Each student group will present the
outcomes of their discussions in a group presentation.

* December 12 (First-Round Selection): Group presentations will be held in one or
two venues.
* December 13 (Second-Round Selection): Top-ranked groups will present in the

main venue.

* A pre-event survey will be conducted to collect information on participants’
language preferences and academic fields. Based on the results, the secretariat
will assign students to groups and notify them accordingly.

* Under the common theme of “Addressing Social Challenges through the

Integration of Specialized Knowledge,” each group will identify one social issue




faced by contemporary society, engage in discussions, and propose a solution.

* The outcome should be summarized into a 5-minute group presentation, to be
delivered during the forum. (Followed by approximately 3 minutes of Q&A.)

* Details regarding the selection process and other procedures will be provided
during the online orientation session on Thursday, September 25, for all

registered participants.

Presentation | Oral presentations can be given in either Japanese or English depending on
Language participants’ preferences, but slides should be bilingual, including both Japanese
and English.
